__________________________ (church name/organization) is raising money to help hurting children, and they’re making sure every penny counts. __________________________ (church name/organization) is collecting a “Mile of Pennies,”  a special promotion to benefit the boys and girls who live at Baptist Children’s Homes of North Carolina (BCH).


The promotion challenges participants to collect enough coins to form a literal mile of pennies laid out edge to edge. There are 84,480 pennies in one mile. The amount equals $844.80. As a nonprofit organization, BCH depends on the generosity of individuals who desire to make an essential difference in the lives of children.  


Collecting pennies for BCH has become a fun way to help. It is especially popular with Vacation Bible Schools, youth groups, and Sunday school classes. Last year, BCH cared for nearly 1,500 children from across the state.


“It is a joy to see folks having fun supporting our children,” said BCH president Michael C. Blackwell. “People collect pennies in milk jugs, red wagons and whatever else you can dream of. It is a particular blessing to see children give pennies from their own piggy banks to help our boys and girls.”

Since 1885, Baptist Children’s Homes of North Carolina has reached out to children and families in crisis.  BCH began with one campus, Mills Home in Thomasville, but now provides services in 12 communities across the state.
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
